Thank you for your kind offer to go on the field trips with some of our children.  We appreciate the sacrifice of your time and effort.  





The following are guidelines for chaperones and students excerpted from the Student Handbook. Thank you for your cooperation in following them.





Field Trips





Field trips are an important part of our educational program and each class will participate in a number of local field trips each year. These ex�cursions are supervised by faculty members and parent volunteers. Each parent will receive a letter outlining the schedule for each trip.  





Parents in private cars provide transportation, and a seat belt must be available for each child.  If at all possible, teachers will not drive their cars as they need to be coordinating the field trip.





Parents will also be asked to sign a Parental Authorization Release Form for each field trip.  Children will not be able to accompany their class on a trip unless written authorization is received by the school before their class leaves.





Unless otherwise stated, the school uniform is required dress on all field trips, including a red polo shirt, with a red sweatshirt if necessary, and blue pants. Parent volunteers are asked to adhere to the guidelines for volunteers in the chapter called “Dress Code.”





If it is appropriate for siblings of The Oaks students to come along with the class on a field trip, the trip information letter will address that option. If siblings attend, they must be accompanied by a parent.  Parents with younger siblings present cannot serve as chaperones for that particular trip, as their attention will be divided between their younger child and the students for whom they are responsible.





We trust that our students will represent our school very favorably on all field trips, assuring our future welcome to areas we have visited.

Teachers, Staff and Volunteers Clothing Guidelines





As we are role models for our “little ladies” and caretakers of growing young men, modesty and good taste are the key words to apparel guidelines for men and women who work with the children at The Oaks.  The attitudes of our heart are often disclosed by the clothing we wear.  Good judgment in clothing starts with understanding that we visually speak to an onlooker long before we open our mouths.  Our trust is that our teachers, staff and volunteers will express on the outside the sweet spirit which resides within. A tidy and comfortably pro�fessional look works very well in the school setting.





For those who feel more comfortable with more concrete suggestions, the following is a list to keep in mind when choosing clothes to wear while working or volunteering at the school:





Ladies





Dresses, skirts are to be worn with the hem at the top of the kneecap or longer, as suggested for the girls and their uniforms.  No shorts, please.


Dress slacks or loose fitting pants may be worn.  Please, no sweatpants, stirrup pants, stretch pants, jeans or "jeans-look-alikes."


As in the uniform policy for our female students, we ask that no ostentatious jewelry or body-piercing items be worn, and that multiple earrings not be worn while on campus.  Naturally, earrings that demon�strate tasteful femininity are just fine.


Conservative necklines are always the best choice.  Please avoid spaghetti straps, and midriff-revealing or tight shirts.





Men





A casual but neat appearance is appropriate.


Avoid muscle shirts.


Tight clothing and shorts should be avoided.


Polo-type shirts are recommended over T-shirts.

	As a chaperone, you are given the authority to train and correct the children in your charge as you represent The Oaks.  Please feel free to incorporate the following concepts from Chapter 3, pages 2 and 3, into your guidance and discipline of the children while away on the trip.





Attitude





The goal is for our children to have attitudes of grace, kindness, and deference with a teachable spirit. Each of us has been created precious in the sight of God. Each individual is worthy of our time, effort, and respect. Treating others as more im�por�tant than ourselves is the attitude which Christ demonstrated and called us to have in our daily walk. 





A wise student, a true disciple, is one who realizes his need to learn and then demonstrates submission to his authority by responding to all guidance with respect and deference. Modeling and training these attitudes will teach students their value. The children will then be expected to exhibit these attitudes which bring glory to God and minister to each other. “Whatever is true, whatever is honorable, what�ever is right, whatever is pure, whatever is lovely, whatever is of good repute, if there is any excellence and if anything worthy of praise, let your mind think on these things” (Phil. 4:8).





Behavior





A person’s behavior is an outward expression of the intents of their heart. Acts of kindness, courtesy, friendliness, and love will be evident in each student's life as his or her heart is trained and molded after the model of Christ. Learning to practice good manners is a way the child will develop awareness for others, and learn ex�pressions of caring. Additionally, avoiding any activity that may appear evil or promote evil will come more naturally to a child whose heart desires to please the Lord, and whose behavior lifts up those around him….  





 Manners





Practicing good manners simply means being kind and considerate of others. After training and modeling, students will be expected to practice such behavior. They will greet and address their elders and their peers by name, courteously looking them in the eyes and seeking to be helpful whenever possible. Slang expressions are not appropriate in school, and students will be trained to use proper language and mannerisms. When visitors are at the school, students have the opportunity to make them feel valued and welcome.





Language 





Courtesy and respect in speech and body language are encouraged and trained as the child learns to control himself and make good choices in the area of his communications. Vulgarity is never edifying nor does it glorify the Lord. Our guideline for speech is  “Let no unwholesome word proceed from your mouth, but only such a word that is good for edification, according to the need of the moment, that it may give grace to those who hear” (Ephesians 4:29); and, “Let the words of my mouth and the meditation of my heart be acceptable in your sight, O Lord” (Ps. 1914).








Thanks again for taking on this labor of love.  I trust that you will have a safe and enjoyable time with the children on the field trip.  Your presence is an important part of the success of this endeavor.
